Back Up Your Data
It is your responsibility to back up (make copies of) personal data stored on your MVCS computer.  Personal data includes files you create such as documents, pictures, music and video files.  You can back up files to storage devices like flash drives or CD's or you can use free online storage services.  These are some of the free online backup & file storage sites:

It is especially important to backup your data before returning a computer for repairs!
Avoid File Sharing Networks
Limewire, Kazaa, eMule and other peer-to-peer file sharing networks are frequently used to spread viruses and other malicious software.  Most of the MVCS computers that become infected with viruses get the virus from one of these networks.  While there are legitimate uses for these networks, they are most often used for downloading copyrighted material, such as music and movies, which is illegal.  There is no part of the MVCS curriculum that requires the use of file sharing networks.  MVCS may, at our discretion, remove any peer-to-peer file sharing software found on any MVCS computer.
Keep Your Anti-Virus Software Up To Date
Most MVCS computers are running Microsoft Security Essentials software which updates itself automatically.  When it is up to date, you will see this icon in your system tray or notification area:
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If it is any other color than green, double-click on it and follow the prompts to update the program or run a scan.

Do not install any other anti-virus programs on your MVCS computer.
